SPIRITUAL OBIJECTIVES

At the end of the sermon discussion, cell members will:
1. Reflect about spiritual authority in the context of church and the responsibility of leadership
2. Reflect about the importance of our response to leadership

SERMON SUMMARY

Pastor Zheng Xin preaches from Hebrews 13:17, and speaks regarding the spiritual authority of Church leadership and
how leaders and members should relate to each other as they live in obedience of God’s call and kingdom.

The responsibility of leadership:

1. Church leaders are to keep watch over your souls.

2. Church leaders are ultimately accountable to God, not to man.
3. Church leaders are not to lord over those entrusted to them.

Two challenges
1. We live in a culture that prioritises self-determination and we need humility to submit to leadership.

2. We live with the possibility of leadership abuse — however there are also good leaders that have led us well.

Our response to leadership
Let us learn how to “have confidence in your leaders and submit to their authority.” — Hebrews 13:17 (NIV).

As a church:
1. Submit yourself to be led by your leaders
2. Seek to understand the heart of your leader

SERMON RECAP

Ps. Zheng Xin spoke about spiritual authority in the church. For the church to move in step with God, leaders must be
willing to lead and members must be willing to be led. He shared two points of leadership.

#1 The Responsibility of Leadership

In the book of Matthew, it says that we are to make disciples of all nations, and all of us are called to disciple, even if it's
just one disciple

1a. Church leaders are to keep watch over your souls
- Keeping watch means being sleepless, being constantly awake so that no harm will come over the person.
- Leaders are to keep watch about our spiritual health
- How we view our spiritual condition can be diff from the way our leaders see it. Those are spiritual blind spots
and it justifies its own blindness because it cannot see what it is unaware of

- Pastor Zheng Xin shared about his own experience and how spiritual knowledge is not spiritual maturity (1 Cor
13:2)

1b. Church leaders are accountable to God, not to man
- Church leaders are ultimately accountable to God. They seek to please God, not man
- Church leaders must be God-pleasers, and not man-pleasers
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CELL DISCUSSION GUIDE

1c. Church leaders are not to lord over those entrusted to them (1 Peter 5:2-3)
- We are not to impose authority, nor to serve our own agenda (Mark 10:45)
- Our leadership becomes safe when our posture is to serve

Ps. Zheng Xin also highlighted 2 challenges we face in this day and age:

1. Wellive in a culture that prioritises self-determination
- Such a culture is in direct conflict with the spirit of submission
- We have also slowly seen how the church is becoming a service provider instead of Church being the body of
Christ

2. We live with the possibility of leadership abuse
- While we recognize that a church leader's authority is not absolute, for one leader that falls, there are still many
faithful leaders (1 Tim 5:19-20)

#2: The Response to leadership
1. Ps. Zheng Xin encouraged us to learn how to submit and be led by our leaders

It is important for us to learn how to obey and submit. Both speak about dealing with the heart:

e QObey: Peitho (Which means to be persuaded, to have faith in, to trust, to have confidence, and in that context, to
listen, to obey, to yield to, to comply with.)

e Submit: Hypeiko (Which means to yield to authority and resist no longer).

Submission is not a passive word but is an active word. Submission is a choice and we must be willing to submit to our
leaders.

Scripture also exhorts us to make leadership joyful for our leaders and we need to reflect if our leaders find it a joy to
lead us. We can do so by celebrate our leaders’ strength, give grace to their weaknesses. In doing so, we become
versatile followers. We learn more when we are hungry to learn

2. Ps Zheng Xin encouraged us to seek to understand the heart of our leaders.

He shared that there must be alignment and resonance across the chain of leadership in God’s design. Following the
form is not true submission as it is lukewarm and self-centred. He shared his own experience in his wrestle with God in
trying to understand the heart of revival and shared his breakthrough through the wrestle. He encouraged RiverLifers to
see how a desire to see healings and miracles take place stem from a heart for the lost to be saved.
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What is your understanding of spiritual authority or spiritual leadership in the church, and how do you relate to
it? Share your experiences — the joys and challenges in relating with leadership (if any).

Leader’s Notes

This question is for members to share about their experiences with spiritual leadership in the church. If leaders
wish, the cell can take time to find out more about what spiritual leadership is and how it is different in God’s
kingdom verses in the world.

Transition
To be a leader is a privilege and a calling and we are ultimately accountable to God in how we lead and submit.

Share a time where a leader reflected a blind spot to you. What was your experience and struggle? OR Reflect on
your own experience as a sheep of the flock. What characteristics of the flock will make leading it a joy for our
Shepherds?

Leader’s Notes

This question aims to let members reflect about a time where they had been challenged about blind spots in the past
and to share how the experience was for them. What did they understand about the leaders’ intentions and were
there also avenues where the leaders could have been gentler or sought to understand the sheep more e.g., instead
of jumping to conclusions? (If suitable, leaders can tap onto the “Optional” box below as questions to facilitate this
process). The second question aims to let members to think about characteristics of the flock that will make it a joy
for leaders to lead. Leaders can also highlight to members that it does not mean that the flock must follow blindly,
nor that sheep will not have their struggles or things to wrestle with God; rather it is the heart’s intention to desire
submitting to God’s authority.

Transition
As we come together to lead and be led, we learn to be disciples that can sharpen each other like how iron sharpens
iron. May we sharpen each other to become more like Christ.

How can we come together as a church to support our leadership?

Leader’s Notes

This question is for members to come together to consider avenues they could also help the cell grow and how
different ones can bless their cell and beyond e.g., praying for our leadership, supporting local and overseas missions,
speaking the truth in love, stepping up to meet needs as God leads. If suitable, leaders could also facilitate members
to share about the wrestle they may have in submitting or aligning with the church e.g. about revival. Leaders can
also invite the cell to come together to pray.

Optional
You can bring this discussion to a deeper level for your cell by asking these questions:

e  What should your response be towards the spiritual authority of your cell leader?
e What is the right response of your cell leader towards his/her sheep?

The goal of these questions is to strengthen the relationship between shepherd and sheep, and to establish the
spiritual authority that God has given to every cell leader as shepherds of the house. If you felt led, you can use this
time to share about your struggle as a leader in leading your sheep and how your sheep can play their part so that
they can benefit from your spiritual authority over their lives.
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Closing

God has given us the privilege to partner with each other and with Him in building this Kingdom. Even as we put our
hands to the plough, God also desires to use such opportunities to shape us to become more like Christ. Part of this
process is shaping us to submit to the leadership that is placed over us within the church, just as Jesus submitted to
the leadership of His Father in heaven. May we, therefore, be open to His work of refining and maturing us towards
Christ-likeness.

d. Canada (Wildfire)

e. Guangdong, China — Flash floods

f. India - Heatwave

e Pray for Singapore
a. Prayfor PM Lawrence Wong and his cabinet as they begin a new chapter for Singapore
b. Pray for a stability in the cost of living in Singapore
c. Prayfor those affected by the Singapore Airlines’s SQ321 turbulence incident

a. Pray for the United States of America as they gear up for this year end’s election
